“THE CARE & FEEDING OF STANHOPIA”
AOS WEBINAR

This month we will be presenting an AOS Webinar featuring speaker Inge
Poot, AOS Judge Emeritus, from the Toronto Judging Center as she
discusses how to grow Stanhopea.

Stanhopeas and related genera have large, pleated leaves and bear
incredible flowers with intricate, complex structures and mechanisms for
pollination, ranging from channeled walkways for insects to buckets of a
watery solution. Most have inflorescences that grow downward, so the plants
must be potted in hanging baskets or similar containers. Flowers are often
spicily fragrant, and although the flowers are short-lived, each plant may
produce many inflorescences throughout the year. Related genera Paphinia
and Peristeria grow warmer than others in this group, and may produce
upright inflorescences.
